	Robot Design Information

One of our members, Sam Rhyne, was the lead builder for teams that finished second in robot design in ’07 and third in ‘06. This year we built several robot designs beforehand, but had to build another when we saw the unique challenges on this year’s board.  “Xpress” has a quick connect attachment bar joined to both sides of the motor arm for strength and resistance to twisting. Its sideways mount allows the brick to be positioned lower—behind the motor. Dual front light sensors offer extra positioning capability. Our robot uses a single program made of programs developed separately and converted to MyBlocks.  
	Research Project Information
